   This feast began in fourth 
century Jerusalem and was 
celebrated in Rome by the fifth 

century.  In the Eastern Church, it is called ñThe 
meeting of Jesus and Mary with Simeon and 
Anna,ò representatives of the Old Testament.   
   In the Middle Ages, the feast was called Can-
dlemas and was celebrated with a candle bless-
ing and procession.  It is in this tradition that the 
Church continues today to bless candles on this 
day at Mass.  We invite you to honor Jesus and 
Mary by your attendance at Mass on this day.  If 
you do not have a blessed candle for your home, 
this is a good time to obtain one.  Candles will be 
available at the 6:30 AM  & 8:30 AM Masses . 
 

Feast of St. Blaise

   St. Blaise was the Bishop of Sebaste in Arme-
nia.  He suffered martyrdom during the persecu-
tion of Licinius in the fourth century.  According to 
legend, St. Blaise miraculously cured a boy who 
was choking to death on a fish bone.   
   St. Blaise has long been associated with cures 
for afflictions of the throat.  The blessing of 
throats with crossed candles takes place on this 
day in his memory.  May we not fear to reach out 
to bless and heal those in our society whose 
throats are closed and whose voices are disre-
garded or silenced.   
   Blessing of throats will take place at the regular 
weekday Masses on Wednesday, February 3rd, 
at 6:30 AM & 6:00 PM.  Please consider attending 
Mass that day.
