Use The Word Among Us as an aid in reflecting daily on 

the scriptures of the Lenten season. 
 

The month of February also offers important days to remember.  On Tuesday, Febru-

ary 2, we celebrate the Feast of the Presentation of Jesus in the Temple.  This is an ap-

propriate day to remember when each of us was presented by our families for baptism, 

and the promise that was made at that time for our commitment of faith.   

 

On Wednesday, February 3, we celebrate the Feast of St. Blaise.  It has been a long 

standing tradition to bless throats on this day and to pray as a church community for the 

Lordôs protection and healing of healthcare issues.  Mass will be celebrated at 6:30 AM  

and 6:00 PM. 

 

On February 14, we  celebrate Valentineôs Day.  This is a perfect time for all married 

couples to renew before the Lord their commitment of love and fidelity to one another.
