lf a new narne is taken, however, it should be the name of a recognized

saint of the Catholic church. If the baptismal narne is not that of a recognized
saint, a new narne should be chosen for Confirmation.

Names of saints are chosen to serve as patrons and models for those being
confirmed. Candidates should choose a patron saint's name, not because of the

attractiveness of the name, but because of the attractiveness of the Christian life
that that person led.
